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LIABILITY RELEASE

In consideration of the acceptance of any application for the 3 on 3 Basketball

Tournament held at the Green River Flaming Gorge Days In June, 2009, any
participant, or legal guardian of a participant waives, releases and discharges any and
all claims for damages for death, personal injury or property damage which they may
have, or which may hereafter occur to them, as a result of participation in said event.
This release is intended to discharge, in advance, the City of Green River, it’s offices,
employees or agents, as well as tournament sponsors from liability, even though that
liability may arise out of negligence or carelessness on the part of the person’s or
entities mentioned above. It is understood that some recreational activities involve
an element of risk or danger of accidents and knowing those risks, participants
assume those risks. It is further understood and agreed that this waiver, release and
assumption of risk is to be binding on any heirs and assignees. Parental consent is
needed if participant is under the age of 18. Consent to treat is an option given to all
participants in the event it is necessary. It is understood that the City of Green River
provides no medical insurance for such treatment, and that the cost thereof will be at
participant’s expense. If a personal physician is requested, every effort will be made
to contact such physician. However, the location of the activity or the nature of the
illness or injury may require the use of emergency medical personnel.

3 on 3 RULES

1. High School rules will apply to the games. Any infraction of regulations
will result in loss of possession of the ball.

2. All games must start with three players on each team. Any number (2
or 1) may complete a game.

3. Substitutions are unlimited, but permitted only on dead balls and made
baskets.

4. Games will begin on the hour and half hour promptly. GAME TIME IS
FORFEIT TIME! Games will be to 16 points, win by one point or 25 min.
including warm-up time (5 min. maximum)

5. We will have one official per game with several floating officials who
may step in if needed.

6. The team captains are expected to represent his/her team as
spokesman in case of appeals.

7. No dunking during warm-ups.

8. The boundaries will vary slightly from court to court, if you are not sure
check with the officials on your court.

9. Dukos will determine first possession.

10. A ball out-of-bounds will always be taken out at the top of the key. The
ball must be checked by an opposing player before it is put into play
from any dead ball situations. The ball must be passed into play.

11. Two-point shots will be counted if the shot is made behind the 19ft line. If
fouled on a two pointer you may shoot two FTs.

12. Each team is allowed two 45second time-outs; the 30 min clock will
continue to run. Time outs in the last min. of the game will stop the
clock.

13. Continuous misconduct will result in dismissal from the tournament. A
flagrant and/or deliberate foul, as determined by the officials and solely
at their discretion, will result in a free throw attempt by the team which
was fouled and they will maintain possession of the ball. Two flagrant

fouls in one game will result in the ejection of that player from the

game and possibly the tournament (directors discretion).

14. All fouls will be handled in the following manner:

A. When the basket is made, count the basket possession goes to the
defensive team.

B. When the basket is missed- if the free throw is made possession goes
to the defensive team-if free throw is missed the offensive team
retains possession.

C. Free throw will be shot after the third team foul. All free throws
count as one point just like a basket.

D. In any free throw situation the designated shooter may, at his or her
option, choose to shoot from the free throw line for one point OR
from behind the 2pt line for 2pts. If the 2 pt shot is chosen, the non
shooting team will be awarded the ball regardless of whether the
shot is made or not. Maximum of 2 pts possible on free throws.

15. The ball will change possessions after scored baskets. The ball will be
taken back on each change of possession. Failure to take it back will
result in the loss of possession and the loss of any points resulting from
that possession.

“Taking it back” means that your entire body and both feet must be behind
the two pt line.

16. Jump balls will go to the defense.

17. Tournament official will reserve the right to disqualify any team for
infractions of the following policies:

A. Use of illegal players.

B. Unnecessary roughness.

18. The tournament director will decide on any situations that come up that
are not covered in these rules. His decision is final and cannot be
appealed.

TOURNAMENT INORMATION

In conjunction with Green River’s Flaming Gorge Days, the Flaming Gorge Street Jam
will have its Seventeenth annual 3 on 3 hoop festival for all types of round ball
junkies. We will again guarantee 3 games for all teams. The tournament format will
consist of 4 team pool play with the top team of each pool moving into a
championship, single elimination bracket. All participants will receive an official
Street Jam T-Shirt. Game times TBA, but count on youth divisions being played on
Friday and Masters / Pot Belly divisions being played on Saturday. Participants under
18 must have guardian’s signature.
